What’s in a standard degree?

Our degrees are made up of 24 units of study for a 3-year 
program and 32 units of study for a 4-year program. A unit is 
basically another name for a subject and you’ll usually take four 
per semester; eight per year. These units (or subjects) largely fall 
into one of three categories:

Core units

Students who enrolled in a bachelor degree 
(regardless of his chosen major) will need to 
complete these units to graduate.

These specific subjects make up your 
specialisation, so pick a major you love!

Elective units 

Your remaining units can come from any areas 
of study.
